The core of Brinson was once a robust mill industry, but today, explains
veteran city council member, Franklin Faircloth, “we are a small farming
community. Landowners here grow corn, peanuts, cotton and soybeans.”
The community’s leadership is focused on ensuring that Brinson’s infra-
structure is adequate to provide the town’s residents and businesses
with quality utility services. To that end, in recent years, Brinson converted
its electricity from a 4 kv system to a 12 kv network. This upgrade reduced
line losses and improved reliability. Indeed, it was a move that won the
city’s electric department recognition as “the most improved system”
from their peers at Electric Cities of Georgia.
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
